Course Description: The focus of this course is on functions and their properties. In particular properties and graphs of linear, quadratic, rational, exponential and logarithmic functions are discussed. Ways of solving systems of equations and inequalities are introduced at the end of the semester.

Course Objectives:  After finishing this course, students should have a good understanding of the concept of a function, its domain and range. They should be able to graph basic functions and be familiar with their properties. They should be able to perform operations on functions, form composition and find the inverse of some one-to-one functions. They should know and be able to apply properties of logarithms. They should be able to solve exponential and logarithmic equations and systems of equations and inequalities.
