CALL FOR PROPOSAL

The BHN Foundation offers imaginary fellowships to graduate students to support research leading to the successful completion of the graduate degree.  The foundation offers one-year research grants to Master’s students and two-year research grants to Doctoral students.  If you receive an award, you will receive a second or third year of support to complete your thesis/dissertation.  The terminal year support includes only salary and tuition. The guidelines for both grant types are the same.  Each proposal must include the following:

1.  Abstract:  This is a one-page portion of the proposal that provides a summary of research questions and objectives, the basic methods utilized, and you must include a statement on scientific relevance and broader impacts.  SINGLE SPACE THIS SECTION.

2.  Aims & Introduction, & Background:  You must establish the rationale for your proposed study in this section.  Include the hypotheses that you will test as part of your research. - DOUBLE SPACE THIS SECTION

3.  Methods:  Describe the methods you propose to use to meet your research goals.  Include statistical methods. - DOUBLE SPACE THIS SECTION

4.  Expected Results:  On the basis of the background provided and your hypotheses, describe what you expect to find as the result of your study.  Describe the research products you will obtain through your scholarly activity. DOUBLE SPACE THIS SECTION

5.  Timeline:  Provide a timeline describing how you will accomplish the proposed research with this funding.  The funding covers stipend, tuition waiver, and research expenses associated with research.  Doctoral students must provide a timeline for each year. DOUBLE SPACE THIS SECTION

6.  Scientific Relevance:  Describe why the proposed research is relevant scientifically. DOUBLE SPACE THIS SECTION.

7.  Broader Impacts:  Describe how your proposed research will affect society. DOUBLE SPACE THIS SECTION.

SECTIONS 2-7 SHOULD BE NO MORE THAN 14 PAGES.  

8.  References:  Provide a literature cited section.  SINGLE SPACE THIS SECTION

9.  Budget:  Use the attached form to calculate your research expenses.  Stipends for both MS and PhD students are $20,000 per year and will be paid directly to the investigator from the BHN Foundation.  If funded, you will receive tuition funds to cover 24 credits/year that will be paid directly to the University.  The research budget will be managed by the student and advisor.   Students can request funds for supplies, assistants, travel, equipment (items that cost more than $1000), and other costs.  The maximum amount of funding available for each research year is $15,000.   

10.  Budget Justification:  Justify the proposed budget.  This section should be no more than one page in length. SINGLE SPACE THIS SECTION

11.  Curriculum Vitae:  Provide a current curriculum vitae.
