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Abstract
To restore the ecosystem in the everglades, research has begun to focus on the history of environmental changes on the scale of hundreds of years or less, to determine what "healthy" really mean. Sea grasses are a good indicator of water quality and their abundance waxes and wanes with changes in several interrelated environmental variables. There are several sea grass proxies which can be used. But here I use proportion of sea grass-associated foraminifera to reconstruct the sea grass history.
