Migrants and the politics of citizenship and belonging – immigrant identities and modes of accommodation and resistance Immigrants are not just subjects of immigration policies, but are active political actors in different spheres of life both in the receiving as well as sending countries and at different geographic scales. In the receiving societies immigrants have attempted to make their voices heard through 1) electoral power and presence in political parties; 2) consultative

immigrant councils at the local, state and federal level ; 3) their presence on work councils and in unions; 4) formation of their own political parties; 5) immigrant organizations; 6) alliances with other non-governmental organizations; and last, but not least 7) through organizations of strikes, protest marches, and other forms of contestations and negotiations.  At the same time immigrants maintain close transnational ties with, and are increasingly involved in their home societies. Thus the politics of citizenship and belonging in the contemporary period transgresses national boundaries, with migrants operating at multiple sites and across multiple geographic scales from the local to the global.

Methods and Research Design: Organizations of Group Project



IDEAS FOR PROJECT GROUPS:

1. Immigration and States’ Interests:  Governments of states—both countries of origin and countries of destination—hold multiple and often conflicting interests vis-à-vis immigration.  At issue are key purviews of states such as maintaining national security as well as national identity and allegiance to the state.  But immigration, particularly if large scale, can challenge states’ dominion in these areas.  States also are sensitive to demographic shifts in their populations and also to demands for laborers from industry and agriculture.  Often states must respond to these demands but admitting more immigrants may imperil states’ national security, identity and allegiance interests.  Students who choose this project must identify the ways that immigration can and does challenge states’ sovereignty and their ability to preserve themselves and their citizenry.  When challenges arise either to the state or to immigrants, such as the Far Right, how are these handled given the myriad of demands upon the state?

2. Immigrant Integration/Assimilation to and Identity within countries of destination.  Multiple theories have been developed to address how immigrants adapt to life in their adoptive lands both in the short run and over generations.  This project begins by examining the often unarticulated assumptions behind theories that immigrants will integrate/assimilate permanently and how these assumptions color evaluations of immigrants’ “success.”   Additionally, to what degree do the theories developed to date emphasize certain aspects of integration, e.g., economic, but underaddress other aspects, e.g., race and what are the consequences of these differential emphases?  Secondly, this project involves examining the salience of these theories to different case studies which vary by demography, history, etc.—for example, Miami vs. London.  Thirdly, students choosing this project will ask what role NGOs (non-profits) play in immigrant adaptation in addition to state programs.  Finally, this project addresses what, if anything, the transnational perspective on migration contributes to debates around integration/assimilation.

3. Citizenship:  The immensity of current international migrations and the growth in political power of migrants’ abroad among other factors appears to be redefining what citizenship means in the early twenty-first century.  Is it beneficial to individuals to hold multiple citizenships?  Is it advisable to states to offer dual citizenship or dual nationality and if so why?  Students in this project will take stock of citizenship policy and norms in several states affected by international migration and will seek to uncover the salient issues and controversies surrounding citizenship in the near future.  What will the face of citizenship look like 10 years, 20 years from now? 

4. Law—Immigrant, Refugee & Asylee:   Students who choose this project will analyze existing laws devised by states to control entry by immigrants and refugees/asylees.  They will develop a set of criteria to evaluate different states’ policies, practices and outcomes (e.g., fairness, expediency, concern for human rights, effective control of migration flows, etc.).  This information will be put to use to develop a roadmap for developing what students deem an “ideal” immigration and refugee/asylum policy, one they would like to see states adopt.
