



        USPS SENATE MEETING MINUTES
Welcome by Chairperson James Mickle.

James introduced Damaris Rubio as our new liaison for the Faculty Senate. She will also be taking care of the USPS Senate website.
In discussing the approval of last meeting’s minutes, Gilda Padilla-Obeso brought up the issue of the staff annual evaluations. Gilda expressed concern over the evaluation process as she said that the Human Resources department gives out conflicting information regarding dates and the new evaluation form. The new evaluations have to be bargained through AFCSME and as of now the in unit evaluation forms are on hold. James said the  old evaluations are still in place.

Judy Green gave the treasurer’s report.

Our guest speaker was Lianne Martinez, Associate Vice President for Financial Planning, who gave a legislative budget update. She said there will be more lay-offs and some units will be feeling the brunt of the budget cuts this year. Some services will be streamlined and some positions will be eliminated. She also mentioned that there will be open lab sessions for the new Panthersoft financials systems. 

Madelyn Gonzalez, representative from AFCSME, asked Lianne what effect did employees’ input have regarding the lay-offs and budget cuts. Lianne replied that there has been a lot of input from the employees regarding the financial situation and its effect on the staff. As an example, she cited the Mailroom which was not outsourced as it was talked about last year. Most of the lay-offs now will be in the Custodial and Grounds units.

The meeting was adjourned at 1:30 PM.
